The Chamber honored
Navios Maritime Holdings'
Chief Executive Officer,
Angeliki Frangou, as 2007
Person of the Year at its
59th Annual Dinner Dance
on October 19, 2007 at the
Metropolitan Club in New
York.

Ms. Frangou has been
involved in shipping all
her life but in the last five
years has taken her busi-
ness to great heights.

Navios is one of the
largest bulk shipping
firms in the world, pub-
licly listed on the New
York Stock Exchange and
run by an exceptional pro-
fessional staff. The com-
pany is headquartered in
Piraeus and maintains of-
fices in Connecticut, Bel-
gium and Uruguay.

Navios Maritime has a
long legacy of success. The
company was originally
the shipping arm of United
States Steel Corporation,
which used the Navios
ships to transport iron ore
from South America to its
steel factories in the United
States. U.S. Steel eventu-
ally sold Navios, and Ms.
Frangou’s company, Inter-
national Shipping Enter-
prises, bought the
company in 2005, and took
on the respected Navios
name. Since she bought
Navios, Ms. Frangou has
hugely expanded its ship-
ping fleet, purchased a ship
operator in Belgium and
extended its logistics oper-
ations in South America.

Ms. Frangou hails
from a family that has
been involved in shipping
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for generations. Her fa-
ther, Captain Nikolaos
Frangos, built a large ship-
ping empire several de-
cades ago, and the family
has been a strong support-
er of the Chamber for a
long time. Captain
Frangos himself was the
Chamber’s 1997 Person of
the Year, and was de-
lighted that his daughter
received the honor as well.
They are the first fa-
ther/daughter team to be
Persons of the Year.

The dinner dance
turned out to be a tremen-
dous success for the
Chamber, due to the huge
outpouring of support for
Ms. Frangou, who has de-
veloped a reputation as an
impressive business-
woman, financier, inves-
tor and philanthropist.

Nearly 400 people at-
tended, and the Chamber
was forced to turn away
some who wanted to at-

tend. Indeed, the 2007
Dinner Dance was the
Chamber’s most success-
ful event in its history, by
virtually every measure.
It was a real tribute to the
respect and affection that
the community has for
Ms. Frangou and for the
Chamber.

Former Chamber Pres-
ident Robert Shaw intro-
duced his friend, Ms.
Frangou, and spoke
warmly of her commit-
ment to family, friends,
faith and the community.

Ms. Frangou was
clearly moved by the trib-
utes, which included
greetings from the prime
minister of Greece and the
governors of New York
and Connecticut.

The night was topped
off by dancing in the ban-
quet hall of the Club, and
the crowd was delighted
and looking forward to
the next dinner dance.

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Second Annual Greek Film Festival

The New York City Greek
Film Festival, sponsored
by the Hellenic American
Chamber of Commerce,
goes into its second year in
October, bringing the lat-
est in quality Greek films
to Greek and American
audiences.

Following the festival’s
successful inaugural sea-
son last year, the Chamber
decided to continue its ef-
forts to bring worthy Greek
films to a city that has seen
very few of them in recent
years. The Cinema Village,
at 22 East 12 Street in
Manhattan, will host the
festival from Friday, Octo-
ber 3 through 9. The follow-
ing week, October 10
through 16, the festival
moves to the CineMart Cin-
ema, 106-03 Metropolitan
Avenue, in Forest Hills,
Queens. Performances will
begin daily at 1 p.m. and
run into the night.

A committee of devoted
movie buffs has been work-
ing over the past months
planning the festival and re-
viewing selections. So far,
six feature films from
Greece have been booked,
representing the latest and
best work of Greek film-
makers. All will be shown
with English subtitles.

Among the selections is
“Eduart,” a much praised
drama that was Greece’s en-
try for Academy Award
“best foreign film” consid-
eration last year. Based ona
true story, the film focuses
on an amoral young man
who commits a murder. Im-
prisoned under severe con-
ditions, he begins his
difficult journey toward
personal redemption.

Also scheduled to be
shown is “Little Greek God-
father,” a charming political
satire adapted by Nicholas
Papandreou from his auto-
biographical story about
the American-raised 11
year-old-son of a promi-

nent Greek politician who
is sent to Crete to baptize a
baby and win votes in the
process.

Two emotionally pow-
erful dramas are much an-
ticipated. “Eyes of Night”
tells the story of a decent
man, a trucker, who be-
haves very badly and hurts
the woman he loves. “The
Homecoming” presents the
difficulties of readjusting to
life in a Greek village after
years of hard work abroad,
played against a story of
marital infidelity and per-
sonal betrayal.

As a tribute to famed di-
rector Jules Dassin, who
died in Athens earlier this
year, the festival will screen
“Never On Sunday,” the
joyous landmark 1960 film
which has not been seen in
a commercial theater for
many years. In another spe-
cial event, the festival will
honor Greek American
filmmaker Richard Ledes
and show his latest film
“The Caller,” starring Frank
Langella and Elliott Gould,

Mr. Ledes will answer
questions  following the
screening.

“Audiences will be sur-
prised at the very high level
of  sophistication  and
achievement evident in
these films,” said festival co-
ordinator Jimmy DeMetro.
“We are working hard to of-
fer films that range from
commercial successes to
films that audiences will
continue to think about long
after the lights go back on.
And I promise. There will
be no explosions, crashes or
superheroes.”
