While the single market has received less attention in recent years relative to other issue areas, a few initiatives including action plans, and internal market reviews that have focused on issues of administration, enforcement, and compliance have gone forward. The current economic climate in Europe has put the spotlight again on the single market, as both business and policymakers in Europe have focused on the importance of economic governance and market integration amidst financial turbulence and protectionist pressures. Attention to the role of goods, services, technology, capital and other issues is important in an effort to promote sustainable growth through genuine political commitment to resolving gaps in the single market.  This conference will address key questions including: How integrated is the single market in Europe? How can the internal market function properly? To what extent is there one Europe, many markets? What can empirical economic analysis tell us about the state of the economic union across different issue areas? What are the necessary conditions for advancing integration? Can social discontent threaten market integration with a populist backlash, and if so, what needs to be done to create political support for market integration?
